     As everyone knows, this has been a very tough year for Connecticut residents 
as we deal with the worst recession in decades.  There have been many layoffs 
and the latest state Þgures show the unemployment rate stands at just over
8 per cent. Many Connecticut residents are using all the avenues they can to Þnd 
work..

     At the Mary Cheney building we offer online:
* !  One-on-one free help to build resumes, 
* !  Links to job boards and helpful sites. 
* !  The JobNow service.  
¥  The latest books to help with resumes and strategies.

     JobNow is an exciting Internet service we've just added to our homepage. It's 
a free service for Manchester patrons where you can work online with trained 
professionals to create an effective resume and cover letters.  
     One component allows you to work on your own, using guidelines and 
templates to build the resume best for you.
     Another has a collection of web resources selected and screened for 
Connecticut job hunters.

     The best part, which requires registration, allows you to upload a resume and 
get a response within 24 hours. You can look forward to getting a full critique with 
detailed corrections and suggestions. Your page will appear on the left and on the 
right there will be a column with comments about how the resume could be 
improved.
     If you sign-in during the hours of 3pm and 11pm, you can also engage in live
chat sessions where you can discuss a resume and the best ways to respond to 
a job ad. 
     You can also choose to arrange for a mock job interview and gain some 
valuable pointers on handling the questions recruiters will ask. 
     
     Prefer a face-to-face lesson? You can schedule a session at Mary Cheney.  
Just ask for Tom (860-645-0821, press prompt for "Reference") and I'll set up a 
time with you where you can ask questions about formatting, or I can recommend 
ideas for listing your skills and experience. 
     Also available to anyone is a printed list of some of the many books the library 
has that discuss resumes and cover letters and strategies for job searching.

199 patrons read a total of 840 different titles by 579 different 
authors.  Of those 840 titles, 127 of them were non-Þction.  116 authors had more 
than one of their books read with James Patterson being the most popular with 18 
of his books cited.  Still Alice by Lisa Genova was the most popular book with 6 
patrons reading it.  
     Korky Vann, the Savvy Shopper of the Hartford Courant, gave us tips on buying 
great merchandise at even better prices. The Mexican singing ensemble, Fiesta del 
Norte, serenaded a large crowd in Center Park in August.  Sixteen lucky readers 
won books by Suze Orman in our weekly drawing at both Mary Cheney and Whiton 
buildings, thanks to the generosity of the Friends of the Manchester Public Library.  
Eight grand prizewinners won tickets to the Jorgensen Center for the Performing 
Arts at UCONN, which were graciously donated by the theatre.      

     All in all, it was a busy summer with great reading and the staff of the

eBooks Newly Available

     During the autumn and winter months, Centerbrook Architects of Essex, 
Connecticut will be working closely with a large group of people to study all of 
the factors that would be involved with: a possible expansion of the Mary Cheney 
library building, the addition of more parking nearby, and enhancement of the 
adjacent Center Park.  
     Representing a cross!section of Manchester groups and residents, dozens of 
volunteers will Þrst brainstorm the desired services that a 21st Century Library 
should provide to Manchester residents then will meet additional times to 
critique and further develop any building and Park enhancements that are 

subsequently suggested by Centerbrook Architects.

     The downloadable audio services o"ered through the Manchester Public 
Library now includes eBooks, an electronic version of a traditional print book 
that can be read by using a personal computer and/or an e!Book reader. 
     Access is through the library's home page #library.townofmanchester.org$ and 
clicking on "free audiobook downloads". Included on the site are a list of 
supported devices and the free software needed to use this service. 
     Currently over 70 titles are available, everything from travel guides and 
Randy Pausch's memoir The Last Lectur! to the current best!seller The Los' 
Symbol by Dan Brown.
